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Endorsed Principled Statements:

Working Group I:  Climate Science
1. The parties of this convention acknowledge that climate change is occurring and that many factors, including human activities and natural cycles contribute to this change

2. The parties also agree that additional research regarding these factors should be conducted in order to better understand both the short-term and long-term effects of climate change along with its relation to the rise in global temperatures

3. The primary concern of the international community should be the reduction of GHG emissions and other preventative measures so that the effects of climate change will not be exacerbated

4. It is also important to address how the international community can adapt to the effects of climate change.

Working Group II – Responsibility for Climate Change:
1. Recognizing that to counteract the effects of climate change ALL countries must participate in an organized international effort
2. Acknowledging that the responsibility for climate change is shared by all states, though to differing degrees 
3. Affirming that the responsibilities of countries should be proportional to their relative OUTPUT of GHGs, both historically and currently

Working Group III – Responsibility to Those Affected by Climate Change
1.   Affirm that climate change has widespread, negative effects and the costs of addressing those effects should not fall upon one country or set of countries   but countries will contribute relative to their capabilities,

2.   Acknowledge that the developed countries will take the forefront in the reduction of GHG through the development of cleaner technologies and technology transfer on commercial terms.

3.   Noting that the developing world will assume more responsibility as their financial situations improve
4.   Countries will not be compensated due to lost revenues, specifically oil- and coal-producing states
5.   People adversely affected by climate change deserve the aid and attention of the world community.  Both developed and developing countries should bear a burden of refugee flow.

Working Group IV – Emission Reduction Commitments
